THIRD STREET BUSINESSES BEGINNING TO REOPEN
FOLLOWING MAYOR BREED'S GUIDELINES

Mayor London N. Breed today announced a plan for reopening San Francisco
that will allow certain businesses and activities to resume with modifications in
phases over the coming weeks and months. As long as San Francisco
continues to make progress slowing the spread of COVID-19, meets key health
indicators, and state guidance continues to allow more activities, San Francisco
restaurants will be able to offer outdoor dining, retail businesses will be able to
allow customers to shop inside with modifications, and additional outdoor

activities can resume on June 15th. The City plans to allow additional activities
and businesses to resume in July and August.

This neighborhood small business mini-grant was made possible by a
partnership between the City and County of San Francisco’s Office of
Economic and Workforce Development and EDoT.  At a citywide level this effort
leveraged nearly $1 million in City funds to provide economic relief to over 300
businesses, within underserved commercial corridors including the Bayview,
Central Market and the Tenderloin, Excelsior, Japantown, Fillmore, Mission,
South of Market (SoMA) and the Outer Mission Ingleside (OMI) neighborhoods.

MAYOR BREED ANNOUNCES SHARED SPACES PROGRAM

Restaurants in San Francisco will be allowed to reopen for outdoor dining on
June 15, San Francisco Mayor London Breed announced Thursday. If all goes
well and the city’s cases of novel coronavirus (COVID-19) remain within
acceptable levels, indoor dining will be allowed to resume a month later, on July
13. In order to hit those target dates, however, the city’s rules for face coverings
and mask use will be tightened, Breed said Thursday, both indoors and out.

3RD STREET FACADE PROGRAM

San Francisco’s Office of Workforce Development has piloted a new program
that helps communities improve their public spaces.The EDoT Facade Program
and OEWD City-Wide Public Space Initiative have been working on many
improvements to Mendell Plaza, from Old Skool's lighted marquee, to the
recently painted building at 1439 Mendell and Project Wreckless building.
When combined with the construction almost completed at 1425 Mendell, the
plaza is finally taking shape. One more building to go and Mendell Plaza will
have a nice new look. 

Our goal for this ongoing project is to create and champion recurring,
community-led activation, and beautification projects that encourage park users
to make the most of their public spaces.

May 2020 is now behind us. It seemed to be the longest month ever. From
week to week we never really knew what to expect and where this
pandemic was heading. It does appear that SF has really stepped up and
flattened the curve thus allowing the next restrictions to be lifted.

In June outdoor seating may resume. Retail may reopen with safety protocols
in place.  We are hopeful that with the ease of these restrictions that we can still
keep the curve flattened so that we can get to the next phase in July which will
allow barber shops and beauty salons to reopen. Our corridor businesses have
been hit hard with little to no revenue coming in. We are very hopeful the
community will continue to support locally owned businesses. We can't
survive without you. 

Later this month the Mayor's Shared Spaces Initiative will roll out. This will give
some of our businesses a chance to increase seating capacity and add tables
on the sidewalks. We have identified several places off the corridor that would
not disrupt parking or streets. 

The Bayview Community Market  'Farm in the Box" launched in May. With the
current restrictions we were not able to have the open market that we have
supported every year for the past eight years. Instead we teamed up
with Arcadio's Produce, a locally owned family business located at the SF
Market. Every Saturday prepaid boxes of organic fruits and vegetables are
available for pick up at All Good Pizza. The boxes can be purchased ahead of
time at https://www.bayviewmakers.com/shop . The response has been great
and we will continue with the boxes adding more items to purchase from our
Bayview/HP businesses. 

The website https://www.bayviewmakers.com launched in May. We will now be
able to feature local businesses and set up digital marketplaces. This will help
to introduce the many talented makers and producers we have in Bayview/HP. 

EDoT was able to partner with OEWD to launch the Phoenix Grant for our 3rd
Street, for-profit businesses. We recognized the need to get direct relief to our
businesses that were ordered closed. We are proud to have been able to assist
over thirty businesses on 3rd Street. 

June is now here and we remain confident that our corridor will endure. We
have weathered the worst of this pandemic and look forward to the corridor
slowly reopening with all safety measures in place.

We are proud to feature fellow merchant and MOB member Chula Camp!

Chula rescues Dirty Art Parts.  She designs and handcrafts new jewelry and
paper pleasures from broken, found and discarded trash.  As of 2019 she has
rescued one thousand pounds of rubbish that would otherwise have gone to a

land fill.  Chula is celebrating 32 years of tinkering in her tiny studio in San
Francisco's historic Dogpatch district.

 

On Friday May 29, Chula Camp along with Dorothy Yuki delivered 400 Cotton
Face Masks to Frédérique Clermont, Director of Programs for Friends of the
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Face Masks to Frédérique Clermont, Director of Programs for Friends of the
Children- SF Bay Area.

This worthy nonprofit reached out to Chula and asked if she could help them
support the families they mentor. Chula and Dorothy accepted the challenge in

what is their largest donation to date.

Chula started making masks in February and donating them to friends and
strangers working in the medical arena. 

The two of them have now made 1000 masks to date, by hand, one at a time.

They now sell the masks and continue to donate masks and labor to first
responders, the elderly, and children/adults undergoing cancer treatments and

doulas.
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
