MAYOR BREED OFFERS NEW NEIGHBORHOOD SMALL
BUSINESS MINI GRANTS

Funding made available to over 300 businesses impacted by COVID-19.

Mayor London Breed and the Office of Economic and Workforce Development
have announced nearly $1 million in new funding for mini-grants to
independently-owned and women-owned small businesses in underserved
commercial corridors including the Bayview, Central Market Tenderloin,
Excelsior, Japantown, Fillmore, Mission, and the Outer Mission Ingleside (OMI)
neighborhoods. The Neighborhood Mini-Grants will provide $1,000 - $10,000 in
grants for urgent economic relief for neighborhood-serving small businesses
and women-owned businesses impacted by COVID-19.

The Neighborhood Mini-Grants are intended to help recipients with necessary
expenses required to sustain their businesses during the acute disruption
phase as they temporarily close or reduce their operations until the shelter in
place is lifted. The funds may be used to support business expenses such as
rent, payroll, and utilities or to supplement their income resulting from a direct
loss of business revenue. Small businesses in these neighborhoods may see if

FROM OUR EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR, EARL SHADDIX

Whoa, what just happened? It seemed that just a few short months ago our 3rd

Street corridor was beginning to hit its stride. New businesses were opening,
like JN Outreach, Sylvia’s, Gratta Italian Grocery and Studio Ashe. Leases

were being negotiated at 4900 and 4912 3rd Street. Sam Jordan’s was under
contract for purchase. Facades were completed at Studio Ashe, KD Barber,
Let’s Eat BBQ, Sunday Gather and Project Wreckless. Then…. wham! 

I admittedly thought that Covid-19 was going to pass through and be over in a
week or so. Never would I have imagined how this escalated so quickly into a
pandemic.  I am truly grateful for the leadership of our Mayor and Supervisor
and all the supporting city agencies who immediately sprang into action before
this completely spiraled out of control. No doubt many lives were saved. 

Faced with the new uncertainty of lost revenue, we quickly got our merchants to
apply for the Federal Paycheck Protection Program as well as any available
grants from the City of SF, the State of CA, and dot com companies. Sadly, as
of today no merchants to my knowledge have received any assistance from any
of the programs. 

EDoT realized that we had to get some kind of financial relief to our merchants.
We took the majority of our program funding for 2020 and were able to work
with the Mayor’s office, Supervisor Walton’s office and OEWD to repurpose

those funds into a grant program that will go directly to the 3rd Street
commercial storefront, for-profit business owners. This program has been
named the Bayview Phoenix Grant Program. 

After the initial shock of our new reality, we knew as merchants that we had to
do something. Many of our businesses were forced to close as non-essential
businesses. Some of our restaurants decided it was best to close and wait this
out. Almost everyone thought it was the only option. After about a week, some
restaurants decided to wade into the new ‘curbside pick-up’ model. Those that
did wanted to be able to serve the community safely and help reduce trips to
the stores. Hot meals were prepared for pick up or delivery. Soon this
expanded to merchants offering provisions like eggs, butter, milk and more. 

Not long after, the SF New Deal came online founded by Bayview local
business Three Babes Bakeshop. This program offered restaurants a chance to
pivot once again and prepare meals for seniors, unhoused populations,
hospitals and more. This added another source of revenue to help keep our
local community working. We immediate began to see a pattern emerging. Our

3rd Street merchants were now shifting to feeding the community during this
crisis. 

Almost the next day another event presented itself. There was a shortage of
food being delivered to other parts of the community. We needed an immediate
drop off site for the SF Food Bank. EDoT partnered with Café Alma and
Vartan’s Refrigeration to install a walk-in cooler in less than 48 hours. This
allowed the Food Bank to drop off and store 5000 pounds of food for immediate
distribution. 

Knowing what we know now, it’s clear the immediate role of EDoT is to make
sure our community is fed and is healthy, and try to keep as many people
working as possible. We understand that having limited food options is a real
problem. Each year EDoT and All Good Pizza has supported a mini farmers
market here in Bayview. Due to the current limitations, we are launching the
‘Farm in the Box’ program. Boxes of organic, fresh fruit and produce will be
available for curbside pick-up each Saturday at Café Alma. A website will be
launching soon. As our Farm in the Box gets underway, we will at the same
time launch the website, Bayview Makers District. This website will feature all of
the Bayview Makers who want to sell their products via a digital platform. We
will include purchases from the site into the Farm in the Box. So, if you want to
add on any local wine, beer, cookies, gumbo, or groceries, you will be able to
do so from the online platform and once again, curbside pick-up Saturday
mornings at Café Alma. 

These past few months have shown me an incredible community spirit. So
many of our merchants jumped into action to help anywhere they could. It is

truly awe inspiring. With these merchants on our 3rd Street corridor, there is no
doubt we have a solid and bright future ahead. 

Next month we will begin to highlight steps on our road to recovery.

This work has been particularly beneficial to the Bayview, as many

local restaurants like Aunti April's, Frisco Fried, Radio Africa and Tato are providing meals

to vulnerable populations in Bayview and across the city.

FOOD BANK RECEIVES A NEW WALK-IN FRIDGE

Recognizing the immediate crisis at hand, EDoT and Cafe Alma partnered with
the SF African American Faith Based Coalition and the DPH, under the
direction of Veronica Shepard, to install a walk-in refrigerator that was put into
use immediately by the SF Food Bank to provide meals. This allowed the rapid
weekly deployment of nearly 5000 pounds of food into the community.
